The Des Moines Women'’s Club started collecting art in the late 1800s and started the first public art
gallery in Des Moines. The women valued art and saw it as an important cultural experience for the
community. They also helped support the first art school in Des Moines called the Des Moines
Academy of Art (renamed Cumming School of Art) which ran from 1890-1950.

The Des Moines Women’s Club members collected artwork for the organization. They were also gift-
ed many pieces of art from members of the community who knew they were building a collection that
they would manage and make available to the public.
